The motivation for the Awesome Walk-Some Program is to promote more sustainable transport and a
healthy local environment for all.

By achieving
a focus on individual behaviour and not just on infrastructure, great travel behaviour changes can occur.

Issues, Actions and Priorities

It is critical to ensure the school community identifies its own actions and initiatives to ensure ownership
and locally driven action. However, other Local Government initiatives for consideration by the school
community were mentioned as existing resources. Some of these include slowing traffic with the use of
‘silhouette kids' road signs, pace car stickers, speed alert radars and flashing 40 km/h speed limit in school
zones.
